The foundation of Anglicanism:   Richard Hooker and the Church of England. 
Saturday 23 January  9.30am to 3.30pm. Led by the Revd Dr Michael Brydon. At 
„The Magnet‟ Christ Church Courtyard, London Road, St Leonards-on-Sea 
During this study day we will look at how Richard Hooker‟s writings in the 
sixteenth century helped to construct a distinctive Anglican Identity and his 
understanding of the importance of scripture and worship. 
The Revd Michael Brydon is currently the rector of Catsfield and Crowhurst 
having served at St Peter‟s Bexhill, St Paul‟s, Brighton, and the Chichester 
Diocese department of education. He is the author of „The Evolving Reputation of 
Richard Hooker‟  This Study day counts towards the Bishop‟s Certificate.

THE READINGS. 
ISAIAH 43: 1 - 7 
This is what the Lord says— he who created you, O Jacob, he who formed you, O 
Israel:  
“Fear not, for I have redeemed you;  I have summoned you by name; you are 
mine. When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; and when you pass 
through the rivers, they will not sweep over you.   When you walk through the 
fire, you will not be burned; the flames will not set you ablaze.    For I am the 
Lord, your God, the Holy One of Israel, your Saviour; I give Egypt for your ransom, 
Cush and Seba in your stead.    Since you are precious and honoured in my sight, 
and because I love you, I will give nations in exchange for you, and peoples in 
exchange for your life.     Do not be afraid, for I am with you; I will bring your 
children from the east and gather you from the west.    I will say to the north, 
„Give them up!‟ and to the south, „Do not hold them back.‟    Bring my sons from 
afar  and my daughters from the ends of the earth—everyone who is called by my 
name, whom I created for my glory, whom I formed and made.”

ACTS 8:  4 - 17 
 When the apostles in Jerusalem heard that Samaria had accepted the word 
of God, they sent Peter and John to them.   When they arrived, they prayed for 
them that they might receive the Holy Spirit, because the Holy Spirit had not yet 
come upon any of them; they had simply been baptised into the name of the Lord 
Jesus.    Then Peter and John placed their hands on them, and they received the 
Holy Spirit.

THE GOSPEL:  LUKE 3:  15 - 17, 21—22 
 The people were waiting expectantly and were all wondering in their hearts 
if John might possibly be the Christ. John answered them all, “I baptise you with 
water.    But one more powerful than I will come, the thongs of whose sandals I 
am not worthy to untie.    He will baptise you with the Holy Spirit and with fire.    
His winnowing fork is in his hand to clear his threshing-floor and to gather the 
wheat into his barn, but he will burn up the chaff with unquenchable fire.” W h e n 
all the people were being baptised, Jesus was baptised too.    And as he was 
praying, heaven was opened and the Holy Spirit descended on him in bodily form 
like a dove.    And a voice came from heaven: “You are my Son, whom I love; with 
you I am well pleased.”
